PROPOSED USE OF PMV/MOTORCYCLE TRAINING 

TRACKING CODES IN MCTFS/MOL

Background:  Prior to publication of MARADMIN 707-08, the codes A1 through A9 (as listed in Table 1) were in existence and being used inconsistently.   Per MARADMIN 707-08, the M1, M2 and M3 codes were built into MCTFS during April 2009 and can be reported via MCTFS/MOL.  In subsequent discussions with MARFORS and MCTFS, the “A” codes have been reassigned, and an additional MO, MS, M4 and M5 code added per Table 2 and 3.
Discussion:  The proposed redefinition and implementation guidance is intended to permit the identification of individual Marine’s qualifications relevant to motorcycle and drivers training, and to facilitate aggregating of data related to numbers of Marines trained, in need of training, or qualified to serve in special roles such as Mentors or instructors.

Action:  CMC Safety Division has established parameters for traffic training code use within MCO 5100.19.  Redefinition of the “A2” code and the discontinuing of other “A-” codes is directed per Table 1 and 2.  
Commands shall direct their individual Motorcycle Riders to request update/entry of these codes in MCTFS/MOL via the Training Management System (TMS) by Consolidated Administration (ConAd) office responsible for the individual Marine/Unit.  Updates may also be accomplished by providing a roster of Marines and the codes to be entered to ConAd.  Any existing (now discontinued) “A-” entries not consistent with the corrected definitions and implementation criteria shall be deleted. The A2 code shall be retained as indicative that the Marine has taken a previously accepted Driver Awareness Training Curriculum.  
Data retrieval at the unit (entry) level will be through TMS.  Data retrieval and aggregation of data at higher Command levels can be accomplished by ODSE query.  These can be handled by the ConAd responsible.  Standardized reports (IMRs) can be developed which will query MCTFS for data sets that may be run by specific Command or Safety Office POCs with minimal additional effort by the ConAd.   Additional instructions for IMR development and higher level command retrieval/aggregation will be forthcoming.
