9. Vision correctable to 20/20. Color blindness is discouraged.

10. Medically screened by a Medical Officer for full duty status.

a. No history of mental problems or disorders.

b. No recurring injuries.

11. No existing family or financial problems that would interfere with or preclude the Marine from
                    completing the course.


13. Must be eligible for a secret clearance.
